The Roman short sword, the machaira, revolutionized warfare
in the ancient world.

Armies everywhere else were thinking bigger had to be better,
so they made bigger swords and bigger swords and bigger
swords, until they finally came up with what was called the
romphaia. We know it as the broadsword. The Thracian
broadsword stood about 6 feet tall. It took a giant to use it. One
man would lug this thing out to the battlefield and then hand it
over to the barbarian soldier and the barbarian would just stand
there with this huge sword and mow men down as they came
at him.

But Roman men were very small; the averaged about 5'8" and
145 to 160 pounds. It was obvious that a 6 foot sword wouldn't
suit them. So they came up with the machaira.

It was short, and each one was matched to the man who used
it. Its length was the distance from the soldier's elbow to his
fingertips because this was the most natural extension, and it
made the machaira easy for the Roman soldier to use.
